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Acceptance of the Fees Policy Term & Conditions

Completion of the registration or re-registration process
confirms that the parent/legal guardian has read, understood,
and agreed to the Al Sahwa Schools Fees Policy, including all
terms and conditions outlined in the registration or

re-registration application.
Registration

A non-refundable registration fee of OMR 300 is payable

once a student’s application has been accepted.

Parents/legal guardians are required to settle the registration
fee within five (5) business days from the date of the offer to

secure the student’s place.

A non-refundable Tuition Deposit of 10% of the school’s
total tuition fees is due for payment by 31st of May prior to
the start of the academic year the student is joining Al Sahwa

Schools in.

If the registration fee or Tuition Deposit is not paid within
the timeline specified by the school, the School reserves the

right to withdraw the seat offer.
Annual School Fees

All school fees are billed in advance and must be paid
according to the published fee schedule and before the stated
due dates.

School fees are non-refundable

Fees for school field trips and optional programmes are not
included in tuition fees and will be charged separately where

applicable

School fees are reviewed annually and may be adjusted for
subsequent academic years in line with Ministry of
Education approval. Wherever possible, the school will
provide a minimum of three (3) months’ notice of any fee

changes.
Absence & Emergency Closure

In the event of an emergency situation beyond the school’s
control that results in school closure or shifting to remote
learning, no deductions or refunds will apply to invoiced fees.
The school will, where feasible, communicate continuity

arrangements with families.

Student absences, regardless of reason or duration, do not

affect the tuition fees payable.
Re-Registration Deposit

A non-refundable amount equivalent to 10% of the
tuition fees is payable upon submission of the signed
re-registration form to secure the student’s place for the

following academic year.

The re-registration deposit for the following academic year is

due at the end May or the current school year.

This amount will be deducted from Term 1 tuition fees for

the relevant academic year.

Re-registration will only be confirmed once all fees for the
current academic year and any outstanding balances have

been cleared.

Failure to submit the signed re-registration form or to settle
the re-registration fee by the stated deadline may result in
cancellation of the student’s place, which cannot be

guaranteed thereafter.

Outstanding Balances

Academic reports, transcripts, and transfer certificates will
only be issued once all outstanding school fees and charges

have been fully settled.

School fees and charges must be cleared within the academic

year .

Outstanding balances will not be carried forward to future

academic years

In the event that outstanding school fee balances remain
unpaid despite formal payment notices, the school reserves
the right to initiate Ministry of Education-approved
procedures to transfer student(s) to another school, in
accordance with applicable regulations and approved

processes.

Any discount granted is conditional upon full settlement of
all outstanding school fees by the end of the relevant
academic year. The School reserves the right to cancel such

discount if this condition is not met.
Withdrawal

The Parent/Legal Guardian wishing to withdraw a student
must submit written notice at least two (2) weeks prior to the

end of the relevant term.

Withdrawal of a student after the first month of the academic

year shall result in the full semester 1 fee being payable.

Withdrawal of a student after the start of Semester 2 shall

result in the full semester 2 fee being payable.

Non-attendance, absence, or withdrawal does not exempt the
Parent from the obligation to settle all outstanding fees as per

issued School invoice.
